In 1992, the BWFA Farrier Research laboratory 
was established in North Georgia with Ralph Casey 
as the director. The lab was built by farriers to 
serve the horse owning public and study farrier 
science. The facility received national attention in 
the equine world when Casey developed the 
Soaking Tank, the Adjustable Shoe and the 
CaseyCam.  
 
With the development of this laboratory, interest 
has grown in the farrier industry to provide 
involving farriers from all over the country. 
Owners bring their horses from all over the 
southeast to get successful results for their horses' 
problem hooves or shoeing needs.  
 
In 1998, Casey started developing the Farriers' 
National Research Center. The center is located in 
the North Georgia area. The facility is owned by 
farriers and horse owners and will be a for-profit 
venture for all involved. They had their Grand 
Opening on May 19, 2001!! 
 
The FNRC is open seven days a week, year round 
accepting horses and offering farrier education on a 
daily basis. Because horse owners still struggle to 
locate farriers who can help with unusual and 
undetermined hoof problems, the FNRC will 
provide them with professional and proven 
methods. The farriers labor is FREE with fees 
charged only for overnight stalls and materials used. 
But, any horse can be brought in for a free 
evaluation. Then and only then can the FNRC help 
produce better farriers. There is no other facility 
like it! 
 
No longer will a farrier or student be taught by one 
instructor farrier. They will have an opportunity to 
learn from many instructors. The education will be 
compiled from the research, proven methods and 
documented evidence of the work performed at the 
Center, using technical equipment, modern 
methods and our own inventions.  
 
 

 
The Apprenticeship Program will enhance the 
farrier's opportunity to obtain higher levels of 
certification, recognition and degrees.  
 
Farriers with working experience will receive 
credited hours for the knowledge they already have 
toward a diploma or associate degree in Farrier 
Science.   
 
Student Farriers directly from horseshoeing schools 
can begin earning credit hours towards a diploma 
or associate degree and will receive a more well 
rounded education to help them get started in full 
time professional farrier business.
